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Welcome from the Rex Foundation

On this special occasion we celebrate the last 20 years of Rex 
Foundation work as well as the possibilities of the next 20.

The Grateful Dead and friends, many of whom are here tonight, 
established the Rex Foundation so that the musicians had a more 
formalized vehicle for their charitable giving.  From the first Rex benefit 
concert in the spring of 1984 through 1995, Rex Foundation granted 
$7.2 million to some 900 programs.

In December 2001, we launched our renewal efforts by presenting 
benefit events and extending our reach to a broad base of supporters, 
and have since granted $486,000 to 73 programs.  This has been 
possible because of the enthusiastic support of not only our long-stand-
ing fans, but also the desire of the new generation of musicians, fans and 
kindred spirits to see the work of Rex Foundation continue and evolve.

We recently introduced the Rex Community Caravan, our vision of 
virtual busloads of kindred spirits traveling together as a large 
philanthropic community in continued support of grassroots 
programs consistent with our mission:  to help secure a healthy 
environment, promote individuality in the arts, provide support to 
critical and necessary social services, assist others less fortunate than 
ourselves, protect the rights of indigenous people and ensure their 
cultural survival, build a strong community and educate children and 
adults everywhere.  

Tonight we bring together musicians from our past twenty years with 
musicians just starting out.  We all come together as Caravan travelers 
at the Great American Music Hall rest stop to see each other face-to-face 
and celebrate.  Though our communities continue to be throttled by 
economic challenges, fear of escalating global unrest and concern for 
the integrity of our political establishment, we have the strength of our 
connections and commitment to community to address these challenges.  
We are grateful for all that we have been able to do over these last twenty 
years and hopeful about all that we can accomplish together over the 
next twenty.

About The Everyone Orchestra
The Everyone Orchestra is a revolving cast of musicians who come 
together to raise funds and awareness for local non-profits through 
performance of songs and improvisational music.  Everyone Orchestra 
events are unique in that they culminate in interactive segments 
featuring a conductor who directs both musicians and audience alike in 
energetic, highly danceable jams.  Itõs a variety show and superjam all in 
one!

Since its inception in 2001 as the brainchild of Matt Butler, The 
Everyone Orchestra has performed its shows nationally featuring such 
luminary musicians as The Derek Trucks Band, Col. Bruce Hampton, 
Steve Kimock, members of Phish, Ratdog, String Cheese Incident, and 
many others.  Through the events and work of The Everyone Orchestra, 
funds have been raised for contributions to non-profit organizations 
around the nation including The Sierra Club, The Pangaea Project, 
Cascadia Summer and The Make-A-Wish Foundation.

About Sunshine Daydream
Chuck òJoeó Kesey and his wife, Sue Jameson Kesey, used their dairy 
and business degrees at OSU to start a milk-processing business in the 
old Springfield Creamery in 1960. They were looking for a niche in the 
dairy market, and, along with the dairy bookkeeper, Nancy Hamren, 
began experimenting with adding L. acidophilus cultures to yogurt. In 
1970, òNancyõs Yogurtó was born.  The beneficial bacteria, which had 
long been found in European yogurts, had not been used in America 
until the Springfield Creamery began marketing its yogurt.

In 1972, when the creamery was having financial problems, Chuck went 
down to Marin County, California, and talked his brother Kenõs friends, 
the Grateful Dead, into coming up to Eugene and doing a benefit 
concert for the creamery. Tickets were printed on Nancyõs Yogurt labels 
and more than 20,000 people attended. The Keseys now distribute their 
products throughout the U.S. and Canada.

Phil DeGuere, Sam Fields and John Norris filmed this legendary 
three-set concert performed in sweltering psychedelic heat.  Originally 
shot with a 16mm camera, the film has been brought up to date with 
sound remixing and digitizing.  This concert was the first of two famous 
Field Trips.  The second Field Trip, performed in 1982, helped raise 
funds for the purchase of the land that is now home to the Oregon 
Country Fair.



2004 Rex Foundation Awards and Grants

In 2004, the Rex Foundation has designated $135,500 in grants to 25 
programs across the United States and internationally.  Included among 

these grants are the following three $10,000 annual awards.

Jerry Garcia Award 
Established in memory of Grateful Dead guitarist and founding Rex 
board member Jerry Garcia, this award honors and supports entities 

whose work encourages creativity in young people.

The recipient of the 2004 Jerry Garcia Award is Wavy Gravy, 
with funding to Camp Winnarainbow’s Scholarship Fund.

Wavy Gravy, Creative Director of Camp Winnarainbow, has not always 
sported his clown nose and costume.  In 1963 he taught acting and 
improvisation at Columbia Pictures in Hollywood.  During the 1960õs, 
he performed in The Committee in San Francisco, and he emceed all 
three Woodstocks.  Born Hugh Romney, he was dubbed Wavy Gravy by 
B.B. King in 1969 at the Texas Pop Festival.  Wavy, dressed as a clown, 
cheered children at the Oakland Childrenõs hospital everyday for 
seven years.  On one of those days, he had to leave for a political 
demonstration and didnõt have time to changeé

Wavy started Camp Winnarainbow in 1974.  In 1984 the Rex 
Foundation granted $10,000 to Camp Winnarainbow to start the Ron 
òPigpenó McKernan scholarship fund.  Since then, 25% of the campers 
(five summer sessions, each with 150 campers) are from economically 
disadvantaged situations.  òWe have the full rainbow,ó Wavy Gravy 
stated referring to òcampershipsó for low income and homeless children 
that provide a rainbow of opportunity for children of all backgrounds 
and ages (including adults).  Thousands of 7 to 14 year old youth have 
attended Camp Winnarainbow and many have returned to fill all the 
Camp staff positions. ³



Ralph J. Gleason Award 
Established in 1986, the award is named in memory of the pioneering 
jazz and pop music journalist Ralph J. Gleason who was a major figure 
in the advancement of creative music in America.  This award honors 

Gleasonõs openness to new music and new ideas that transcended 
differences between generations and styles.

The recipient of the 2004 Ralph J. Gleason Award is Bill Monroe, 
with funding designated to complete the author Tom Ewing’s 
in-depth biography of Bill Monroe.

William Smith Monroe was born near the little town of Rosine in Ohio 
County, Kentucky in 1911.  Inspired by the fiddling of his uncle 
Pendleton Vandiver (òUncle Penó) and the blues of Arnold Shultz, 
a local black musician, Monroe taught himself to play the mandolin 
and, while still a child, resolved to develop his own style of playing the 
instrument.  By the 1930s his brilliant instrumental and vocal abilities 
were largely responsible for the success of the renowned Monroe 
Brothers duo, and in the 1940s, after forming his own band, the Blue 
Grass Boys, and joining the cast of the Grand Ole Opry, he spearheaded 
the development of a new style of country music which came to be called 
òbluegrassó (a name which, by then, was synonymous with Bill Monroe).  
For the next 50 years he toured relentlessly and recorded prolifically, 
inspiring many with his music, now known and appreciated throughout 
the world.  Monroe died in 1996, and, since that time, only one 
biography has been published, a superficial account based largely 
on hearsay.

Tom Ewing earned degrees in Journalism (1973) and Education 
(1976) at Ohio State University.  After teaching for the Columbus 
Public Schools for seven years, he joined Monroeõs Blue Grass Boys 
in 1986.  During the next ten years, he toured the world with Monroe 
and recorded several albums with him, including the Grammy Award-
winning òSouthern Flavoró.  In 1994, Ewing also began writing a 
monthly column for Bluegrass Unlimited magazine and in 2000 he 
compiled and edited a critically-acclaimed collection of writings about 
the Father of Bluegrass, The Bill Monroe Reader, published by the 
University of Illinois Press. ³ 



Bill Graham Award
This award, established in memory of pioneering producer 

and founding Rex board member Bill Graham, himself a refugee, 
is designated for organizations and individuals working to assist children 

who are victims of political oppression and human rights violations.

The recipient of the 2004 Bill Graham Award is the International 
Senior Lawyers Project.

The International Senior Lawyers Project (ISLP) provides volunteer 
legal services by highly skilled and experienced attorneys to advance 
democracy and the rule of law, protect human rights and promote 
equitable economic development worldwide.  Through the pro bono 
work of retired and active practitioners, working independently and 
with law firms, ISLP helps governments and citizens develop and 
implement legal reforms, assists programs that advance the social and 
economic well-being of people in developing countries and builds the 
capacity of local organizations and professionals to meet the needs of 
their communities.

Since the Fall of 2001, ISLP has focused on three program areas: 
1) human rights and social welfare; 2) economic development and 
participation in the global economy; and 3) access to justice.  With a 
paid staff of two and considerable help from its Board of Directors, 
ISLP has organized the work of highly skilled volunteer lawyers and law 
firms on 44 projects in or affecting more than 25 countries. ³
